The jury of the competition “Peace Anthem for the Third Millennium”, announced by EuroMusica, after thoroughly examining 71 compositions in the course of a two-day session on Friday 23 and Saturday 24, June 2000, has unanimously decided to award the first prize to “Anthem for Peace” by composer Cristophe Rezaï.

Two more works have been found worthy of special mentions, namely those by composers Meki Nzewi, Nigeria, and Nicola Visalli, Italy, for their intrinsic value, not reflecting, however, the theme of universality the message carried by the anthem was expected to have.

The jury has also deemed it not fitting to award the second prize to any of the remaining works for not meeting the requirements of style and content set by the jury.

Cristophe Rezaï’s “Anthem for Peace” has been acknowledged worthy of the first prize for heartily evolving musical ideas representing the world’ diversity of styles and forms of spirituality.

The author’s explanation of his work as being “a dialogue of civilizations with their own language but experiencing the same thing” has been found by the jury to aptly express humanity’s great hope for world peace.

Graduated in engineering, he studied piano for 10 years and sang in a little choir of Baroque Music.
