Cinema - Television - Video – InfoArt

INTRODUCTION

Since 1973 the International Festival  of Films on Art and the Lives of Artists in Asolo has been a reference point,  unique in Italy, for the comparison between cinema and visual arts. In an  atmosphere of renewed interest in the enrichment of the languages of the  images proposed by today's new media, the Asolo Festival hopes to develop a well-thought out  critical                                 perspective by paying close attention to the positive confluence and  combinations of                   the diverse communicative visual forms.

Parallel to the  International Competition, which is articulated in different specific  sections, the 2002 Asolo Festival foresees a series of historic and  specialised reviews as well as                       international studio  meetings.
REGULATIONS

The "Asolo Project" is organising the 2002  edition of the International Festival of Films on Art and the Lives of  Artists.

The Festival will take place in Asolo (Treviso) from Thursday  (superscript: st) to Sunday 5 (superscript: th) May 2002.

The Festival is of a  competitive nature with the objective of an annual critical evaluation of the  production of cinema, television, video and infographics dedicated to the world  of visual arts.

Short, average-length and long films, with or  without a subject, produced between 2000 and 2001 will be admitted to the  competition, 35 and 16 mm films with either optic sound  track or with magnetized tape will also be admitted. Videos  must be in the format Betacam SP, Dvcam and Dv in standard PAL.

There  will be five sections:

FILMS ON  ART for audio-visuals on subjects such as painting, sculpture, architecture,  music, cinema, theatre, dance and any other form of artistic expression;

LIVES OF ARTISTS for historical and critical  biographical films on people in the world of art;

VIDEO ART and COMPUTER ART for works using electronic  and computer audio-visual means as direct artistic  expression;

NET ART for works of art on the web that are transmitted  via internet;

EXPERIMENTAL CINEMATOGRAPHIC, TELEVISION, VIDEO AND  INFO-GRAPHIC  PRODUCTIONS made in specialised courses of Cinema Schools and  Special Institutes of higher education.

The following are necessary to  participate in the Festival:

· fully completed enrolment form,

· a brief bio-filmography of the  producer,

· at least two photographs of scenes, or two photographs  of the film or the

  authors of the film,

· a brief summary of the film,

· two VHS cassettes in standard PAL with a copy of the  film that is to be

                                        presented at the competition;

· for films that are not in Italian, the written text of  the dialogues or                                     commentary in Italian, English or French.

All enrolments must be made by february 28, 2002.The postmark will be taken into consideration for any works  that arrive after this date. The application material must be sent to the  following address:

A special jury will carry out a preliminary selection of  the participating films. The organisation will inform the authors which works  have been admitted to the competition 30 days before the start of the Festival  and     will request a copy of the master original of the selected  films.

If not in Italian or English, the copies of the films  selected must have subtitles in Italian or English.

By participating in the Festival, the authors or  rights-holders implicitly authorise the insertion of a piece of the films  lasting a maximum of two minutes on the Festival web site.

The copies in Betacam SP, Dv, Dvcam  that are admitted to the competition will be kept in the historic archives of  the Festival and used only for internal or cultural purposes without the aim of  making a profit. The participants whose works were shown in film are also asked  to send a copy of the same works in Betacam Sp, Dv, Dvcam for the Festival  archives. All films in film will be given back at the end of the  Festival.

An international jury consisting of five people who  are part of the cinema  and art world will award the following prizes to the  works selected for participation in the competition:

GRAN PREMIO ASOLO FOR THE BEST CINEMATOGRAPHIC,  TELEVISION, VIDEO AND                INFOR ART WORK - € 5000

PREMIO ASOLO FOR THE BEST FILM ON ART - € 2000

PREMIO ASOLO FOR THE BEST FILM ON THE LIFE OF AN ARTIST  - € 2000

PREMIO ASOLO FOR THE BEST FILM OF ARTISTS OR OF VIDEO  ART - € 2000

PREMIO ASOLO NETART  (for the best production conceived  specifically for on-line) - € 2000

PREMIO ASOLO FOR THE BEST EXPERIMENTAL CINEMATOGRAPHIC,  TELEVISION, VIDEO

AND INFO-GRAPHIC PRODUCTION made in specific courses for  Cinema or other specialised institutes of higher education - € 2000

PREMIO G. F. MALIPIERO FOR THE BEST SOUND TRACK - € 2000

The jury will also note any works deserving particular  merit that would not otherwise be recognised. The jury's judgement is  final.

The organisation of the Festival, while committed to  taking he greatest care of the works submitted, cannot be held responsible for  any possible damage that might occur during transport or while in  Asolo.
